* Section 3 allows the Central
Government, the Govemnor
of a State, or the
administrator of a Union
Territory, to declare a
disturbed area for all or
part of the State or Union
Territory.

The Armed Forces (Special Powers)
Ordinance of 1942, which was
enacted by the British to subjugate
the nation's rebels during the Quit
India movement, particularly in
Assam

and Bengal, is the source of the law.
The Armed Forces (Special Powers)
Act of 1958 is still used to enforce the
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In the 1950s, when Naga insurgents
engaged in widespread violence, the
need for the law became evident.
The insurgents meticulously planned

carried out ambushes that resulted in
the deaths or injuries of hundreds of
soldiers from the central and state
paramilitary branches of the Indian
Army.

* Section 4 grants the Army the
authority to stop, search, and
seize any vehicle, use force even
to the point of killing, destroy
arms and ammunition dumps,
fortifications, shelters, and
hideouts, and make arrests
without warrants.

PROVISIONS
