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Production

e The color came from cows
whose urine had been treated
with a special diet of water
and mango leaves, sometimes
mixed with turmeric.

To get a more concentrated
liquid, the urine would be
collected in earthen pots and
placed over a fire all night to
make sediment balls that were
further dried in the heat. The
piuris arrived at Europe
through shippers cruising from
Kolkata.

Indian Yellow

e Throughout Europe in the 17th
and 18th centuries, Indian Yellow
was in vogue.

* The variety was broadly utilized in
India since the 15th century and is
seen in conventional Mithila
works of art of Bihar as well as
Pahari and Mughal miniatures in
the 16th to 19th century.

* Gorocana, a yellow pigment
thought to have been made from
cow's urine, was also used in a
number of Indian rituals and as
tilak.

Banning

Animal cruelty during the
process of procuring the
colour eventually led to a ban
on its production in the early
1900s.

Mango leaves are known to
contain the toxin urushiol,
which would also take a toll on
the bovine animal’s health.
