" The GSLV rocket has a lot more power and is Polar Satellite Launch Vehicle (PSLV)
designed to carry heavier satellites further into
space. GSLV rockets have completed 18 missions
thus far, four of which were unsuccessful.

To lower the earth's orbit, 10,000 kg of satellites
may be required.

The third stage of GSLV Mk Il is the Cryogenic
Upper Stage (CUS), which was developed locally.
Mk-Ill variants have made ISRO altogether
independent in sending off its satellites.
