Financial Assistance

In accordance with NMNF, farmers will receive a
three-year grant of 15,000 per hectare for the
development of infrastructure for input
production on farms.

Establishment
of BRCs

The center intends to establish 15,000
Bhartiya Prakritik Kheti Bio-inputs
Resources Centres (BRCs) to make
bioresources like neem, bioculture, and
cow dung and urine easily accessible.
